This exercise will help you find community based research using Federal, State, County, and City government resources.

Basic Strategies:
· When doing a search on a government website, be sure to type quotation marks on your phrase.  

For example:  “global warming”

· Always search for links that are descriptive like: PUBLICATIONS, READING ROOM, and STATISTICS. 

These are the links where you will find reports, information, and databases.

· If the search engine is driving you crazy, try the site map.

· If your search engine still gives you too many hits, narrow it down by adding a term or replacing it with a 

synonym.

Federal Resources:  a great deal of local information can be found using Federal government resources.  Federal government reports also help give you a broader scope and vision that help local communities to focus on their goals.

A good source of information for community information on the environment is the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.

1. Go to the EPA website at: http://www.epa.gov/
2. On the left side, click on BROWSE EPA TOPICS

3. Scroll down and click on GLOBAL WARMING

Now scroll down and click on EPA GLOBAL WARMING SITE

3. What are sinks?
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Scroll back up the page and click on the links to the left:  INTERNATIONAL, NATIONAL STATE, LOCAL, and 

INDIVIDUAL.

County and Local Resources:  You can go directly to the city or county government website to find information.

TESC Resources:  

Don’t forget to use TESC Library’s online catalog.  By doing a search you can access the Government Documents collection as well as the Main Stacks collection.  If you cannot find what you need, you can then use the Combined Catalog which includes the Washington State Library and St. Martin’s College.  

Regional Depository:  The Washington State Library (WSL) is the Regional depository for Federal documents in the state of Washington.  They collect 100% of what is being distributed through the depository system.  Their online holdings, though, go as far back as 1976.  For pre-1976 titles, you will need to call WSL at 704-5227 to see if it is available.

CASCADE:  The CASCADE catalog will give you access to the library online catalogs of the four-year institutions of higher learning in the state (CWU, Evergreen, EWU, UW, UW-Law, WSU, and WWU).  If CASCADE has what you need, you can make a request online and the title should make it to TESC within three to four days.
